The committees established by the Retreat Homeowner’s Association Board are working to meet their objectives.  Each committee has been asked to report their progress to the board and the board will keep our neighbors informed of the changes/improvements being made.  Last week two committees reported to the board and the following were approved.

 

Recreation Committee - represented by Arvilla Sanderson

Arvilla announced the creation of a welcome package for new neighbors which will contain a letter welcoming the new residents, list of the homeowners, list of the committees, and refreshments (such as cookies, brownies, etc).  During the visit with the new neighbors the Welcome Committee will obtain contact information and ensure that they have copies of the covenants, bylaws, and gate clickers.
 

Grounds & Maintenance – represented by Vickie Shine and Cliff Schaff

We all have been very concerned about the cost, frequency and quality of maintaining (cutting, trimming and fertilizing) the common area.  Last year we paid $800.00 per month for this service.  Kathie Burkhalter, working with the current vendor negotiated an interim cost of $500.00 for December-March; and $709.00 for April. The Grounds and Maintenance Committee has received bids, negotiated a contract, and the board has accepted a cost of $400.00 per month to a new vendor, Diamond Lawn Service, which will start in May.  The Grounds and Maintenance Committee will monitor the quality of their work. 

 

It was determined that the HOA is not responsible and should not become liable for maintaining the area behind the fences on Black Walnut.  The property is owned by the homeowners and they are responsible for maintenance since this is not common property owned by the neighborhood.  

 

The Grounds and Maintenance Committee will send a proposal to the City of Garland for adding sprinklers on Campbell Road and for a sign designating the Retreat. A temporary sign has been erected at the gate entrance to the Retreat.
